Whilst additional products may be required, they won't be required so regularly – saving you money simply by reusing the grass that you'd usually throw away.

Another key quality of loose clippings is the fact that they contain an abundance of the most important nutrient of all – water. Often, as the decomposition process begins, as much as 85 per cent of the water in the clipping is fed directly back into the soil, stimulating growth and reducing the need for hosepipe watering. It's another fantastic way to save money, all the while providing your garden with everything it needs to keep it looking it's best.

Above all else, though, the practice of GrassCycling is an easy – almost effortless – way to contribute to the well-being of the environment.
